Small businesses and workgroups in large enterprises face daily challenges in making business information available to co-workers and business partners.  Different users have different requirements for applications and data, and often work from different locations.  

In many cases, users need to have access to business applications and data from a variety of locations.  For a small business owner, this may mean keeping a set of books at each of several business locations, or perhaps trying to bring the data home to work on at night.  For a business enterprise, this could mean providing centralized application and data access to multiple branch offices or a distributed workforce.


Managing data in a distributed environment is also very difficult.  When data files are stored on local PCs or on multiple servers, the organization may be spending quite a bit of money to backup and protect only a portion of its information assets.

The online solution – virtual desktops and hosted applications - provides the business information and applications users need, when and where they need them.  Compared to the costs traditionally associated with owning and maintaining a business network, outsourced application services represent significant cost savings while improving the stability and security of the network overall.

Secure – Hosted application services offer strict security. 

Scaleable – Hosted application services have been designed to be highly scaleable.  

Affordable – Hosted application services leverage the economy of scale that is created at the data center, providing all subscribers with an affordable, powerful and carefully managed system.  Keeping applications at their most current versions without having to purchase the necessary hardware upgrades keeps businesses from having to continually pay heavy fees to keep their infrastructure and technology at a useable level.

Virtual Desktop

The Windows workstation you access from anywhere.

The e-Accounting Virtual Desktop provides a fully-managed, strictly controlled Windows® workstation that users connect to over the Internet.  It comes with 100Megs personal storage for each user, and 100Megs shared storage for the organization.  An organization of at least 5 users gets 1GB of shared storage.  The desktop offers the familiar “My Computer” icon, where you can view your available drives and directories, and you can even move files between your local drives and your hosted file area.  Also on the desktop is the Microsoft Explorer browser.  This lets you run Web-based applications right from your virtual desktop, so you can enjoy the same flexibility and access to Web services that your local desktop provides.

The virtual desktop is fully managed, always backed up, and completely virus protected.  This allows your organization to have all the benefits of a secure, protected network system without having to maintain all those services in-house.  End-user support is also offered to subscribers, so help with your virtual desktop, printing and file system is only a mouse click or phone call away.

Application Types

Desktop, Web-based, rented and hosted.

Applications available through e-Accounting come in all shapes and sizes.  Windows desktop applications, such as Microsoft Office or QuickBooks Pro, are delivered as part of the Virtual Desktop.  This allows us to offer the same desktop-level application integration that you enjoy on your local PC.  When you click on the “Excel” button in QuickBooks, for example, the Excel application will launch with the accounting data in the spreadsheet.

Web-based application data may also be integrated with applications on the virtual desktop.  For example, exporting financial data from Oracle Small Business Suite to your virtual desktop allows you to then manipulate the data using Excel – all on the virtual desktop.

Applications all have a cost: the application license.  Sometimes these licenses are offered on a per-user basis, sometimes they’re assigned to the organization.  Regardless of whether licenses are assigned to the organization or on a per-user basis, all eligible users must have a virtual desktop in order to launch their “instance” of the application.

Application licenses may be pre-owned (you own the license for the software already), and some may be rented with the service.  Whether or not rental licensing is available is generally a decision of the application maker.  In the case of Microsoft Office, for example, we are able to rent to you the most current version of the application directly from Microsoft.  In the case of QuickBooks Pro, you must already own your licenses, and we simply host and manage them.  When you own the licenses, we call it “host on demand” service.
